RECIPIENTS OF 2008 CLINICAL RESEARCH GRANTS 

February 2008 -- The American Acne & Rosacea Society (AARS) has announced the names of the recipients of the AARS 2008 Clinical Research Grants. These grants are awarded for the purpose of assisting young dermatologists, including dermatology residents, dermatology fellows or recent graduates (within five years) of United States dermatology residency to become leaders and experts in the fields of acne and rosacea by acquiring additional academic skills which may not be available at their training institutions. 

The three recipients include Lisa E. Maier, MD, sponsored by Richard L. Gallo MD, Ph.D of the University of California, San Diego, Whitney Bowe, MD, sponsored by Alan R. Shalita, MD of SUNY Downstate Medical Center in New York, and Thy Thy Do, MD, sponsored by Sewon Kang, MD, of the University of Michigan Medical School in Ann Arbor, Michigan. 

The grant awarded to Dr. Maier will assist in her proposed pilot investigation of Serine Protease Activity and Cathelicidin in Acne. Dr. Bowe will apply the AARS grant to an investigation of The Effect of a Low Glycemic-Load Diet on Acne Vulgaris and Markers of Insulin Resistance in Young Women. Dr. Do proposes to study The Role of Pro-inflammatory Cytokines in Determining the Biological Behavior of Comedones with Computer-Assisted Photographic Examinations of Their Natural History. 

Applications for these grants were submitted by October 15, 2007. The grants, which were announced at the February 2008 annual meeting of The American Acne & Rosacea Society in San Antonio, Texas, will be funded in July 2008.
